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Technological Determinism in Social Media



• The design and algorithms of social media platforms like Facebook, Twitter, Instagram,

and TikTok determine the types of content that users are exposed to. This influences

public opinion, social norms, and even political outcomes.

• Features such as the “like” button, sharing options, and algorithms that prioritize certain

content over others have profound effects on user behavior and societal trends.
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Social Media Platforms as Determinants
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• Technological determinism is evident in how social media algorithms curate content. By

showing users content that aligns with their preferences, social media can create echo

chambers, reinforcing existing beliefs and potentially polarizing societies.

• This selective exposure, driven by algorithmic filtering, can limit the diversity of

information that users encounter, shaping their worldview in a technology-driven

manner
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Content Curation and Echo Chambers
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• The instant gratification provided by social media (e.g., likes, comments, shares) can lead

to changes in how people seek validation and social interaction. This has led to

phenomena such as the pursuit of online fame, influencer culture, and changes in

communication styles, emphasizing brevity and virality.

• Social media has also impacted attention spans, with many users becoming accustomed

to short, easily digestible content.
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Behavioral Changes
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• Social media platforms have become primary spaces for public discourse. The

architecture of these platforms often encourages sensationalism, clickbait, and the

spread of misinformation, which can significantly impact political and social realities.

• The virality and speed at which information spreads on social media can lead to real-

world consequences, often before facts are fully verified, showcasing how technology

can drive societal reactions and events.
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Shaping Public Discourse
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• The economic models of social media companies, which rely heavily on targeted

advertising, drive the collection and exploitation of personal data. This has raised

concerns about privacy and surveillance, with technology playing a deterministic role in

how personal data is used and valued in society.
